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I. What Kind of Power?

A. Sovereign Power – It always accomplishes its purpose (Matt. 5:18; Is. 55:11; Josh. 23:14; Luke 16:17)
B. Expansive Power – It is profitable for every good thing (2 Tim 3:15-17)
C. Living Power – It is alive and active (Hebrews 4:12-13)
D. Abundant Power – It is sufficient for all things (2 Pet. 1:3-4; Psalm 119:105; 1 Co. 4:6; Matt. 22:29)
E. Enabling Power – It informs the mind and enables the will (Joshua 1:7-9, 23:6; Psalm 119:11)

F. Transforming Power – It renews the mind (Romans 12:2)

G. Cleansing Power – It impresses upon the conscience leading to confession and repentance (Ne. 9:1-3)

H. Praising Power – It produces praise on the lips of the hearer (Nehemiah 9:4-6)
I. Saving Power – It convicts and converts

1. Holy Spirit conviction (1 Thessalonians 1:5)

2. Give wisdom and power for salvation (2 Tim. 3:15; Romans 1:16)

3. Produces faith (Romans 10:17)

4. Converts the soul (Psalm 19:7)

5. Gives life and immortality (2 Timothy 1:10; Proverbs 4:20-22)

6. All-Inclusive (Luke 16:31)
II. How to Receive the Power?

A. Receive it with Faith – This is the first step

1. Faith comes by hearing (Romans 10:17)

2. The only proper response to hearing (John 5:24; Acts 14:14-15; Ro. 10:9-10; Eph. 1:13-14)

3. The promise of hope is only to those who continue in their faith (Colossians 1:23)
B. Hang on Every Word – God desires and commands obedience to every word

1. His words are flawless and just (Proverbs 8:8, 30:5)

2. Obedience and fear of God depends on revelation (Deuteronomy 29:29, 31:12)

3. We are to model obedience to our children (Deuteronomy 4:9-10, 32:45-47; Isaiah 59:21)

4. Consequences for not doing so (Deuteronomy 28:58-59)

5. Examples: Moses (Ex. 19:7), The great king (Deut. 17:18-20), Samuel (1 Sam. 8:10), Nathan (2 Sam. 7:17), Jeremiah (Jer. 30:2, 36:2-4, 36:28, 36:32, 43:1), Ezekiel (Ez. 3:10-11), Jesus (Matt. 4:4)
C. Do not Turn Aside – Must have a singular commitment to God’s Word

1. Be careful to do what He has commanded (Deuteronomy 5:32)

2. Brings success (Joshua 1:7) and protects from evil (Proverbs 4:20-27)
D. Do not Add or Subtract – Precision is important

1. Adding and taking away results in lack of obedience (Deuteronomy 4:2, 12:32)

2. There are serious consequences for doing so (Proverbs 30:5-6; Revelation 22:18-19)
III. Case Study – King Josiah

A. His father Amon was evil (2 Kings 21:19-24)

B. Josiah became king at age 8 (2 Kings 22:1)

C. He did what was right in God’s sight (v.3)

D. After 18 years as king, he found and read the Law, and it shook him to the core (vv.8-13, 19, 23:1-3)
