The Rich Young Ruler (Mark 10:17-34)
I. God’s Holiness (v.18)
A. Only God is holy/pure
B. Revelation 21:27 – Drop of poison analogy

C. God hates sin and punishes sinners 
1. “He will not leave the guilty unpunished” (Exodus 34:7)

2. Sinners must go to hell (Romans 6:23, Hebrews 12:14)

D. This should produce fear of God / reverence / awe

II. God’s Standard (vv.19-22)

A. Would you consider yourself a good person?
B. How to measure?  10 commandments
C. vv.19-20 – Honor parents, lie, steal, adultery, murder

D. vv.21-22 – 1st and 2nd commandments
E. Breaking one = breaking all (James 2:10)

III. God’s Grace (vv.23-27)

A. Impossible for man (Matt. 5:48; v.18; Isaiah 64:6; Romans 3:10, 23; Jeremiah 17:9)
B. Only by God’s grace/mercy can we be saved. (Psalm 5:4-8; Micah 7:18)
C. Courtroom analogy - Legal transaction requires pmt.
IV. God’s Requirements (vv.28-31)

A. Belief

1. “for Me and the gospel” – Trust in Christ alone
2. Saving faith is more than belief (James 2:19)

B. Repentance
1. Repentance is to submit to Christ’s authority
a. Commitment to obey God and live for Him

b. Need to be willing to give up all and follow

(1) v.29 – Must love Him more than all else
(2) v.30 – Promised persecution

(3) v.31 – Humility / eternal perspective

C. Consequences (John 3:36; Acts 17:30-31)
V. God’s Son (vv.32-34)

A. Why did Jesus have to die?

1. God is a just judge (courtroom analogy)

2. No shedding of blood = no forgiveness (Hebrews 9:22)

3. He took our punishment (substitute)

B. How could He do it?

1. Psalm 49:7 – No man can redeem the life of another

2. Fully God/man; He lived a sinless, perfect life

3. He is the only one  who could (John 14:6; 1 Peter 3:18)

C. He has ascended to heaven and now sits there as king
