A Life that Reflects the Lord (Romans 6:22-23)
You once walked on the path to hell, because you were a slave to sin
· Slave language – 1/5 of population, bondage (Romans 3:9; Galatians 3:22)
· Death includes hell (vv. 21, 23; 5:12, 18)

· APPLICATION: Remember the depths…BUT you have been redeemed

Now that you have been redeemed from sin, you are owned by God
· Present tense “but now”
· Redeemed from nature/actions of sin ( blood bought (Romans 3:24)
· Slave, not servant (independence vs. no rights & owned

· MacArthur (Slave): “slavery served as an apt picture of the believer’s relationship to Christ – one of complete submission and subjugation to the master…under the complete authority of someone else.  It meant rejecting personal autonomy and embracing the will of another.”

· APPLICATION: Embrace God’s ownership.  Obedience is the key (v. 16; 1 Corinthians 6:19-20)
As God’s possession, you are united to Jesus Christ
· Romans 5:12ff – Adam vs. Christ – Representative heads

· In Adam (just wages); In Christ (free gift) ( 5:15-16; WSC 20 & 30

· “Christ Jesus our Lord” – slave/master relationship

· APPLICATION: Recall your conversion to Christ
As a result, you are currently on the path to eternal life.

· Eternal life is future

· Entire process of salvation in these verses ( past, present, and future
· 1 John 5:20 – Christ is the true God and eternal life
· APPLICATION: Eagerly await being in the full presence of Jesus Christ.  Slow down and think

This eternal life in Christ, with its fruit, is God’s free gift to you.

· Entire process of salvation ( free gift

· Passive participles, Not grace then works (Galatians 3:3), eternal life = grace gift (charisma) ( Contrasted with wages

· John Murray – “Death is earned, eternal life is purely gratuitous.” (1:237-8)

· APPLICATION: Don’t work for what you cannot earn. 

Bear the fruit of sanctification.  Let your life reflect your Lord.

· Sanctification = becoming like Christ

· Titus 2:14 who gave Himself for us to redeem us from every lawless deed, and to purify for Himself a people for His own possession, zealous for good deeds.
· APPLICATION: 1 John 2:6 – Walk as He walked

· Theme of the book (1:16-17), section

· Cause and effect in passage

· Paul’s question in verse 21

· Calvin – “at least you should not practice righteousness in a colder or more careless way than you have served sin…it is more worthy of being served than sin.” (134)

· Past, present, and future ( All God’s free/gracious gift to you.  Live for God.  Serve God.  Let your life reflect your Lord.
